Activities at the Fall Seasonal Saturday’s event include live music in the MMAM galleries by
H3O (jazz) from 11 a.m - noon, and by Jim Rieneke (jazz mandolin) from 3 - 4 p.m. Annie
Grossarth-Nicol, the owner of Rose Colored Glass studio in downtownWinona, will be doing an artist
demonstration from 2 p.m. - 4 p.m. During this demonstration, she will be working with a torch and rods
of glass to create various glass sculptures, including fishing lures. Inspired by the current exhibition From
Sea to Paper: The Gyotaku Prints of Dwight Hwang, participants will be able to try creating their own
gyotaku fish print. MMAM’s Fall Seasonal Saturday Community Partner, Merchant’s Bank will be onsite
from 10 a.m. - 3 p.m, and everyone’s favorite search-and-find bingo game will be available to play for a
prize throughout the day.

Project FINE will be at MMAM from 10 a.m. - 1 p.m. to offer interpretation for Spanish and
Hmong speaking participants. MMAM is pleased to offer free rides to and from the museum with the
Winona Transit Service Dial-a-Ride.
